Right out of the gate, Sutro's music was highly anticipated. Before even 
putting out their first release, a demo version of their track "Temptress" was 
snatched up for use on the first Destination Lounge San Francisco 
compilation by Revive the Soul.  Shortly after. Sutro released their debut EP, 
How Things Transpire, which was mixed by none other than Grammy 
nominated Joe Chiccarelli (The Shins, Beck, The White Stripes, Lamb). That 
EP was hailed as "sexy, liquid, cinematic soul that just happens to have 
enormous commercial potential" (XLR8R Magazine). Sutro went on to 
license three of the four tracks on the EP on several compilations such as SF
